Lutzville Chenin Blanc, South Africa £12.95
With 13% alcohol this Chenin Blanc from the Cape Diamond Vineyards at Lutzville provides plenty of weight

and character. The wine shows rich straw colours and a hint of guava on the nose - the palate has a delicious

richness of dried fruit on the finish.

Maven Sauvignon Blanc, New Zealand £14.95
A crisp, fresh Sauvignon Blanc from the Marlborough region. Ripe flavours of passionfruit and gooseberry,
these are blended beautifully with citrus and nettle notes and the zingy acid.

Bourgogne Chardonnay, Burgundy, France £18.95
Crisp, steely flavours dominate this well-balanced Chardonnay wine. This is unoaked and full of yellow plums,
citrus fruit and delicate honey notes, very similar in style to its neighbouring Chablis.

Simonsig Gewurztraminer, South Africa £17.95
Starbright pale straw colour. Full blown nose with exoctically perfumed aromas of lychees, rose petals, honey

and a touch of Turkish Delight. Great to serve with spicy food and rich strong creamy cheeses.

From a renowned estate in Stellenbosch, this Gewurztraminer is the best they have ever produced.

Murphys Chardonnay, Trentham, Australia £17.95
All fruit is harvested in the early morning, crushed, the must is chilled and pressed. Their quality
grapes have produced an appealing Chardonnay with clean crisp characters of mango and melon.

Highfield Sauvignon Blanc, New Zealand £26.95
Expressive and pungent with gooseberry, grapefruit and a touch of pineapple.

On the palate there is copious amounts of grapefruit, granny smith apple and lime flavours which

add to the well balanced and fruitful palate. The wine is weighty yet elegant with a long, smooth finish.

Montescudaio Blanco, Tuscany, Italy £16.95
White Montescudiano is created from the traditional Tuscan grapes Trebbiano, Toscano and Malvasia

Straw coloured with green reflections. Fine and intense fragrance with varied and rich fruit scents.

Dry and soft but fresh and lively taste, pleasantly thirst- quenching.

Chablis AC, Burgundy, France £26.95
Located halfway between Paris and Dijon, the Chablis district is the most Northerly lying of

Burgundy's appellations. This barrel aged example of white Chabilis is light and dry with toasty

overtones and the classic gun-flint finish.

Domaine Jean-Max Roger Sancerre £39.95
The vines of the white Sauvignon variety extend to Sainte-Gemme on Sancerrois on clay and limestone soils.  half £21.95
These grapes produce a vivacious wine, fresh, lively and with a sharpness but a very delicate bouquet.

The wine was fermented in low temperature stainless steel vats, giving a wonderful nose of gooseberry

and tropical fruit with weight and a flinty spine.
